3 rd  Session of the Conference was the launching of the Divine Touch Children Ministry and the 
feeding Center  

Children Ministry was launched on December 13, 2009 
155 children were present 
A bail of children clothes and a bag of rice was presented by Rev. Archie Z. Kamara to Mother Janet 

Railey, The Director of Divine Touch Children Ministry in Harbel, Liberia 
Each child was able to get two pieces of clothes
